Accompanying him a "Devil" 
boy in a black costume, complete 
with horns and long tail. He holds 
a switch made of dry twigs, ready 
to smack any "naughty" children. 
Each child receives a small gift, 
usually  toy s or sweets, from 
Mikulas .

Hungarians celebrate Luca 
Napja or Luca's Day on the 

13thof December. According 

to tradition, village people 

make a chair of seven 

different kinds of wood. This 

is part of an old superstition 

that claims you can stand on 

this chair at the Christmas 

Eve Mass and see all who are 

witches in the room.



Customs in Hungary

The presenting of nativity 

plays is an important part of 

the Hungarian Christmas 

tradition. Performed by 

groups of children or adults, 

these plays are often 

combined with puppets and 

are accompanied by songs 

and musical instruments and 

sometimes even dancing.
