Preparation for Christmas starts in advance. I and my mum prepare the list 
of works necessary to be done till that. Itõs not allowed to eat meat and there 
should be at least twelve dishes on the table. Before Christmas all house smells 
vanilla and cinnamon. My mother cooks cranberry pudding and dried fruit 
compote.  Wafers are necessary Christmas Eve attribute. My mother buys them 
in the church. We bake kȊļiukai (Christmas Eve Biscuits), pies stuffed with the 
mushrooms, cabbage and poppy seeds. We traditionally do the porridge of 
òBeautyó ðrolled oats. I help my mother in the kitchen to prepare simple dishes 
from fish and herring.  On Christmas Eve my mother clean the house, I make my 
bed, arrange toys. Then we decorate the Christmas tree. This is my favourite 
work to do. 

In the evening, when all the works have been done all family members 
bathe and don clean clothes before evening meal. Afterwards we spread the 
table. 

A handful of fine hay is spread and pure white tablecloth is covered. Then 
we all pray. Mother takes a wafer and breaks it to others. Then we have a supper. 
Afterwards weõll divine, drip the wax of candles, pull a stem of hay and predicts 
the future é

I always eagerly wait for the Christmas Eve, because that night Christmas 
Father visits every home and leaves gifts for everyone.
