Then 
we all pray. Mother takes a wafer and breaks it to others. Then we have a supper. 
Afterwards weõll divine, drip the wax of candles, pull a stem of hay and predicts 
the future é

I always eagerly wait for the Christmas Eve, because that night Christmas 
Father visits every home and leaves gifts for everyone.

Pies with poppy seeds
We need:

Å Flour
Å Leaven
Å Vegetable fat (margarine or oil)
Å Sugar
Å Puppy seeds
Å Sugar powder
Å Oil (for baking)

Dissolve the leaven. Cover dried poppy seeds with boiling water, let 
stand 5 minutes, drain them. Mix leaven, flour, vegetable fat and sugar, 
knead dough, cool in refrigerator 2- 3 hours. Then roll into small 
pancakes. Mill the puppies seeds and mix them with the sugar. Fill the 
pancakes with the filling, make little pies and bake on a cooking sheet 
at 350 degrees oven until brown.
